D aside whatever fear might have occurred to them and ran to see the tomb for
themselves. We do not always understand God’s ways. We too are confused

(O at times; our lives are marked by moments of uncertainty, and at times we
are afraid. We can learn from Mary, Simon Peter, and the other disciple and

J step out in faith, trusting that we will find the Lord in the midst of the
circumstances of our lives. When life gets complicated, as it often does, the

best thing to do is step out, perhaps even run to the Lord!

BEAR WITNESS

We may not have opportunities to address crowds of people and share
the gospel with them. Still, we are called to bear witness to our faith in the
ways that we are able, in word and in deed. We cannot share what we have
not fully embraced ourselves, however. The Easter season is the perfect time
to reflect on Christ's Paschal Mystery, the unfathomable love of Jesus who
shows and shares God’s love perfectly. Our Lord gave his life so that we
might have life, and have it to the full. Christ’'s victory over sin and death is
our victory, our promise of eternal life with God in the fullness of time. See in
Christ’s life, passion, death, and resurrection the sign of God’s mercy. Let this
Easter day be a moment in which you allow yourself to be touched by Christ’s
incredible, undying love. Then, renewed in faith, look for ways to bear witness
to the mercy, forgiveness, compassion, and love of the Lord with  others.
